Installation Instructions 

Check  

Prior to installation it is important to unpack & inspect your products to ensure no 
damage has occurred in transit and that the product IS CORRECT and all parts have been 
supplied. If damage has occurred, or a visible defect exists, do not proceed with 
installation and contact supplier IMMEDIATELY. 

1. Check that wall is level and plumb both vertically and horizontally. If your wall is out of plumb, or is not flat, you will 
    need to pack your vanity so as not to follow the wall. Your vanity must be level, otherwise it will twist and your doors 
    and drawers will be out of alignment. 

2. Mark base and back of vanity for drilling to allow for plumbing pipes. 

3. Drill holes for pipes with appropriate size hole saw. 

4. Position vanity over pipes in correct position. It may be an idea to use a level support / noggin to assist in levelling a 
    wall hung unit and help identify any un-plumb surfaces which may require packing prior to fixing the unit to the wall. 

5. Check with spirit level that the vanity unit is completely level. 

6. Fix vanity to wall through back of vanity ensuring the correct screw/dynabolt size is used by the installer to suit the 
    installation situation. 
    Where studs cannot be located, it is recommended to use toggle bolts or appropriate hollow-wall fixings. Allow 
    enough fixing points, evenly spaced at the top AND bottom of the back panel, to sufficiently hold the particular unit 
    size onto the situation of the installation area. It may be handy to apply some silicone/adhesive to the rear of the unit 
    prior to fixing, this may assist in levelling and fixing the unit to the wall.  
    Note: Basin is available in RH and LH 1Th versions.

7. Adjust doors and drawers if required as there may have been some movement during transportation and installation. 

8. Once vanity cabinet is in final position affix vanity basin onto cabinet by applying thin bead of silicone on top edge of 
     vanity. Evenly place vanity top onto vanity and firmly press down. Clean of any excess sealant. 

9. All edges where vanity top and cabinet meet wall and floor are to be sealed with silicone. Gap filler sealant can be 
    used in place of silicone where unit meets tiled surfaces. All areas need to be sealed to prevent water penetration. 
    Materials used for construction of this unit are water resistant NOT water proof. Care must be taken to dry any 
    spillage or leakage of water which may gain access to cabinet. It is recommended that vanities are installed over 
    300mm from any wet areas such as baths, spas and showers.
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Note:
If wall mounted tapware is to be used, consideration should be made to length of outlet and positioning of the trough
on bench top.
1. Use the template provided to trace the cut-out on both the benchtop and underlay/timber lining.
2. Cut out the bench top
3. Apply silicone sealant around the underside edge of the sink.
4. Position the sink into the benchtop and apply even pressure to the frame until the sink is as close to the benchtop
surface as possible.
5. Install all securing clips.
6. Tighten the sink to the benchtop and ensure no gaps exist between sink and benchtop.
7. Remove excess silicone residue.

Undermount Installation 

Stone & Solid Benchtops.

1.  Use the Template provided to trace the cut-out on both the benchtop and underlay/timber lining.

2.  Cut out benchtop and the underlay/timber lining.

3.  Using Fixing Clips, affix wooden blocks to the underside of the benchtop to screw Fixing Clips into.

4.  Place the Sink into position.

5.  Silicone around the lip of the Sink to seal between the benchtop and the Sink surfaces.

To avoid forming a water trap in the overflow hose, offset through waste to allow the 
overflow hose to have a consistent fall.
