GENERAL INFORMATION

« Pressure reducing valves should be installed, if either 2. Fit cover plate (4) followed onto the mixer

pressure exceeds maximum stated below. body ( 8 ). until cover plate abuts wall/tile face.

+ Itis recommended that isolation stop taps are fittedto 3. Fit handle (3) taking care that it is pushed fully down.
the inlet connections of the mixer. Tighten grub screw (2) using the allen key (9) provided.

« Brazed connections should NOT be made directly onto
mixer, as excessive heat will cause permanent damage.

+ All pipework must be thoroughly flushed prior to
installation of the mixer.

INSTALLATION @

1. Mount the mixer body ( 8) to a suitable support
timber in the wall and secure with screws.

When facing the mixer the connections should be:-
« Hot Water inlet connection ‘H’ to the left.

« Cold Water inlet connection ‘C) to the right

+ Mixed Water outlet connection, vertically upwards.
« Check all connections for leaks

Important:

- Mixer body ( 8) must be installed square to the
wall/tile face to ensure cover plate (4) sits flush.
