1. NOTE: Some showers may not provide an effective shower when used Operating Temperature:
with gravity fed heated water systems or where pressures are less Hot: Max 80°C*

supplies are both mains pressure and may not be suitable for some

instantaneous hot water services.

3. When water pressure is in excess of 500kPa a pressure limiting device

is required in accordance with AS/NZS 3500 1.12 recommendation

IMPORTANT: Please read all of the instructions before installation.

It is the responsibility of the installer to ensure a waterproof seal is achieved between the
product and mounting surface. If in doubt about the quality of the seal, remove the product and
reinstall using silicone to ensure a seal is achieved.
