installation instructions

Note:
Mixer must be installed by a qualified plumber.

Important
Your mixer comes to you already factory assembled and 
tested. We do not recommend the dismantling of any internal 
part of the mixer. The mixers are factory tested and sealed so 
as to give the best performance.

1.	 Please flush out new pipe work prior to connecting the 
new mixer.

2.	 All mixers must be installed with isolating stop cocks (Arco 
brand recommended).

3.	 In some areas where the incoming water exceeds 500kpa, 
an approved pressure limiting device must be installed. 
Equal pressure for hot and cold water supply is required 
for this single lever mixer.

4.	 Mixers are recommended for use on mains pressure and 
instantaneous systems only.

5.	 Place the base washer into position (21).

6.	 Fit flexible connections and mixer body through sink hole 
making sure first that flexible connectors (25) are firmly 
tightened into base of the body.

7.	 Do not use teflon tape on threads.

8.	 From underneath apply your washer (22) prior to 
positioning the horse shoe plate (23) and hex nut (24).

9.	 Lock the mixer onto the sink by tightening the hex nut 
(24).

10.	Connect the nylon flexible hose (10) by tightening the 
adapting nipple (27) into the brass bolt (20) making sure 
first to insert the rubber seal for the adapting nipple (27).

11.	Connect the hot and cold water supplys with isolating 
stop cocks (Arco brand recommended). Fit lead weight 
(26) to nylon hose (10) so that hand piece (10 & 12) fully 
retracts into the tap body.

12.	Mixer includes double check valve fitted in the hand spray. 
Clean aerator (16) at regular intervals, particularly if you 
notice a drop in pressure.

SERVICING

Replacement of Cartridge
1.	 Lift off acrylic indicator cap (1) and unscrew the locking 

screw (2).

2.	 Lift off lever (3) and remove dress ring and locking nut  
(4 & 5)

3.	 Lift out cartridge (6) and replace with new, making sure 
the two lugs on bottom of the cartridge sit properly into 
the allocated holes at the base of the body (14).

7 YEAR WARRANTY – DOMESTIC USE
This warranty covers faults in the product construction, material 
and assembly. Products which are within 7 years from the 
date of purchase, found upon inspection by an authorised 
Reece representative, to be defective in construction, material 
or assembly, will be repaired or exchanged with an equivalent 
product free of charge. Replaced items become Reece’s 
property. This warranty also covers any spare parts included 
under “Manufacturer’s Provisions” below.

All replacement products will be available for collection without 
charge to the customer at the nearest Reece branch to the 
customer’s location, or elsewhere as agreed between the 
customer and Reece.

Labour and Spare Parts
The labour for the replacement of products and spare parts 
to which this warranty applies will be supplied by Reece or 
relevant supplier using licensed plumbers engaged by Reece or 
relevant supplier within 1 year from the date of purchase.

Spare parts other than those listed in the Manufacturer’s 
Provisions above, which are within 1 year from the date of 
purchase found upon inspection by an authorised Reece 
representative to be defective in construction, material or 
assembly, will be replaced free of charge.

Warranty Conditions
This warranty will apply only under all of the 
following conditions:

• The item has been installed by a licensed plumber

• The item has been installed for and subjected to domestic 
residential use only

• Failure is due to a fault in the manufacture of the product

• Proof of purchase (including the date of purchase) 
is provided

• The installation of the product is in accordance with the 
instructions provided

This warranty does not cover products purchased as an 
ex-display without being fully checked and tested for sale by 
the manufacturer.
