Concealed Connection - (Floor / Ceiling)

The electric element can be recessed up inside the vertical
leg of the towel rail with its cable protruding

from either the top, or bottom of the unit. The

connection can be made by a qualifed electrician in either

the ceiling cavity (see fig. 2), or under the floor if access is
availble (see fig. 1).

PLEASE NOTE: Wiring options are not interchageable.
The towel rails MUST be installed as they are ordered.
A floor wire option can NOT be fitted upside down and vice versa.

Elements

The thermostatic electric element is specially designed with a
built in safety device that switches it off to avoid overheating.
The element is placed in either the left or right (vertical rail),

at the bottom of the towel rail. It must always be placed at
the bottom end of the towel rail for correct water flow and
heat transfer.

The element is designed to reach an internal temperature
of approximately 55 degrees celcius, and to switch off or cool
down, so as to maintain the internal water
temperature.

Depending on the size of the model, Milli Towel Rails will require
approx. 20min - 60min to reach their max. heat ouput

For convenience and to prolong the life of the electric element,
we recommend that the towel rail be connected to

atimer. Brand HPM Model Number: XL 770T digital timer for
hard wire installations is recommended.

All elements have an IP rating for IP55
